This trail
takes you from North to South, connecting you with
the people and places where it all happens - Clutha
New Zealand.

Open all year round, this 73 kilometre Grade 2 (easy) trail passes through four settlements
along the way - Roxburgh, Millers Flat, Beaumont and Lawrence. The trail can take
between two and four days to complete, and is in the process of being extended from
Lawrence through to Lake Waihola via Milton, keep an eye out for updates.
